OFFICIAL COUNCIL PROCEEDINGS

A regular meeting of the City Council of the City of Menomonie, Dunn County, Wisconsin,
was held in open session on August 2, 2010, and called to order by Mayor Knaack at 7:00 p.m. in
the City Council Chambers. The following members were present. Smith, White, Soviak, Kemp,
Riedel, Schwebs, Kolve, Solberg, Beety and Gabriel. Brogan was absent.

MOTION was made by Kolve, seconded by Kemp, and carried to approve the minutes of the July 19,
2010 meeting.

PUBLIC COMMENTS Arden Alexander asked the Council to approve the request from the Menomonie
Lions Club to re-name the section of street in Wakanda Park located directly in front of the Lions
Pavilion as “Hastings Place” in honor of the late Ron Hastings.

MOTION was made by White, seconded by Beety, and carried to approve the request from UW-Stout for
temporary street closure and parking restrictions on September 5, 2010 for UW-Stout Move-In
Day, as requested by Diane Moen, Vice Chancellor in her letter dated July 14, 2010.

RESOLUTION NO. 21 authorizing the section of road in Wakanda Park located directly in front of the
Lions Pavilion be renamed “Hastings Place” was introduced and moved for adoption by Schwebs,
seconded by Kolve, and carried.

MOTION was made by Kemp, seconded by Soviak and carried to suspend the rules to hear from Scott
McGovern. Mr. McGovern described the request relating to the UW-Stout community project plan
to create buffer zones in specific areas along the L akeside Park shoreline and urged City Council
support of the project.

MOTION was made by Schwebs and seconded by Smith to approve the request from UW-
Stout for a community project to restore shoreline areas within Lakeside Park.

MOTION was made by Soviak, seconded by White, and carried to suspend the rules to hear
from Bill Olson and Dave Whiteley. Mr. Olson and Mr. Whiteley further described signage that
they are proposing which will help educate the public on the benefit of shoreline buffer zones.

MOTION to approve the proposed shoreline restoration project carried on voice vote.

PRESENTATION and discussion occurred relating to the 2011-2015 Capital Improvement Plan.

MOTION to accept the report as presented was made by Gabriel, seconded by Soviak, and
carried with White and Riedel opposed.
