
 

OFFICIAL COUNCIL PROCEEDINGS 

 A regular meeting of the City Council of the City of Menomonie, Dunn County, Wisconsin, 

was held in open session on January 20, 2014, and called to order by Mayor Knaack at 7:00 p.m. 

in the City Council Chambers.  The following members were present:  Traxler, Dickmann, Riedel, 

Schwebs, Brown, Cruz, Beety and Mercil.  Luther, Sutherland and Solberg were absent.     

MOTION was made by Traxler, seconded by Cruz, and carried to approve the minutes of the January 6, 

2014 meeting with the following correction to the PRESENTATION paragraph:  change 

…“eight” to “six” possible areas to conduct sampling… 

PUBLIC COMMENTS – Paul Madsen spoke relating to the request from Service First Plumbing to leave 

unauthorized encroachments on city right-of-way, and requested the City consider changing their 

ordinance and allow sprinklers in the boulevards. 

  John Spare, owner of J’s Circle C, requested the Council to consider granting the available 

“Class A” Liquor license. 

  Jerry Porter asked the Council to support the North Star Bicycle Festival event scheduled for 

June 14, 2014. 

  Joanie Dulin announced that she was available for questions relating to the Summer Daze 

event on June 13 – 14, 2014. 

  Jeff Overby asked the Council to support the Menomonie Airfest / Autorama event scheduled 

for June 20 – 22, 2014. 

  Kathy Asper, representing Dunn County Partnership for Youth, urged the Council to consider 

whether granting the available “Class A” Liquor license is the right decision. 

  Lisa Nelson, representing Wal-Mart, urged the Council to grant the available ‘Class A” 

Liquor license. 

  MOTION was made by Beety, seconded by Dickmann, and carried to extend the public 

comments by ten minutes to 7:30 p.m. 

  Michelle Dingwall, representing the Greater Menomonie Area Chamber of Commerce, spoke 

in support of the North Star Bicycle Festival and the Menomonie Airfest / Autorama event. 

  Dave Micek, owner of Junction Liquor, asked the Council to take into consideration the effect 

that granting the available “Class A” Liquor license to a national chain store would have on the 

smaller local businesses. 

APPEAL from Service First Plumbing to leave unauthorized encroachments on city right-of-way: 

  Paul Madsen acknowledged that the city ordinance prohibits sprinkler systems in boulevards 

and questioned the time frame for removal of the five sprinkler systems that were installed in 

2013.  

  Public Works Director, Randy Eide, stated that the city ordinance prohibiting encroachments 

on city right-of-way was created to avoid conflict if damage occurs to private property during 

installation / maintenance of public utilities, gas lines, etc.  

  Tim Malooly, President of Water in Motion, Inc., expressed his opinion that the ordinance 

relating to encroachments on city right-of-way is unworkable and he said his company specializes 

in outdoor water use and ordinance development. 

  Sean Bohan stated that homeowners should have a choice in having sprinkler systems in the 

boulevard in front of their property. 

  MOTION was made by Cruz and seconded by Brown to deny the appeal for an exception by 

Service First Plumbing and order the five (5) encroachments be removed by Service First 



 

Plumbing by June 1, 2014 and compliance inspections be made by the Building Inspector 

thereafter.  MOTION to postpone action until the first meeting in January of 2015 to see if 

Council action is taken to review and amend the current ordinance was made by Schwebs.  The 

motion failed for lack of a second.  MOTION to suspend the rules to hear from Michael Kasten 

was made by Cruz, seconded by Riedel, and carried.  Mr. Kasten stated that penalizing the five 

property owners doesn’t seem fair in the event that the ordinance may be amended in the future. 

   ORIGINAL MOTION to deny the appeal carried on the following roll call vote:  Traxler, 

Riedel, Brown, Cruz, Beety and Mercil.  Noes:  Dickmann and Schwebs. 

MOTION to postpone action on the available “Class A” Liquor license until the “Menomonie Care’s 

Program” is developed (November 1, 2014) was made by Dickmann and was withdrawn due to 

lack of a second. 

  MOTION to suspend the rules to hear from Kathy Asper.  Ms. Asper explained that the 

purpose of the proposed CARE’S program is to keep alcohol out of the hands of underage youth 

and she hoped that the program would be organized by this fall.    

  MOTION to postpose action on the available “Class A” Liquor license until the first meeting 

in January, 2015 was made by Schwebs, seconded by Beety, and carried unanimously on roll call 

vote. 

MOTION was made by Traxler, seconded by Cruz, and carried to approve the North Star Bicycle Festival 

event on June 14, 2014.  Note:  a certificate of liability insurance for the event must be submitted. 

MOTION was made by Mercil, seconded by Brown, and carried to approve the request from Main Street 

of Menomonie, Inc. for the Summer Daze event scheduled for June 13 – 14, 2014 including the 

request for street closures and approval of the following vendor provision:  “Vendors, if any there 

may be, shall be exclusively selected by the event requesters and those selected vendors alone 

shall be considered to be exempt from the requirements of our transient merchant ordinance 

pursuant to Title 3, Chapter 12, Section 3, L.  Note:  a certificate of liability insurance for the 

event must be submitted. 

MOTION was made by Brown, seconded by Cruz, and carried to approve the Menomonie Airfest / 

Autorama event request for June 20 – 22, 2014 contingent on the event organizers securing FAA 

approval for the event; FAA approval of structures on the Airport associated with the event; and 

submittal of a certificate of liability insurance for the event. 

MOTION was made by Brown, seconded by Riedel, and carried unanimously on roll call vote to approve 

the proposed Wisconsin Hazardous Materials Response contract with the State of Wisconsin. 

MOTION was made by Schwebs, seconded by Cruz, and carried unanimously on roll call vote to approve 

the proposed 2014 Firefighter Local 1697 IAFF labor contract agreement which includes a 2% 

wage increase. 

APPOINTMENTS - MOTION was made by Dickmann, seconded by Schwebs, and carried to approve the 

following appointments, as recommended by Mayor Knaack:
