OFFICIAL COUNCIL PROCEEDINGS

A regular meeting of the City Council of the City of Menomonie, Dunn County, Wisconsin, was
held in open session on July 6, 2015, and called to order by Mayor Knaack at 7:00 p.m. in the City
Council Chambers. The following members were present: Luther, Traxler, Sutherland, Cook,
Schwebs, Hathaway, Solberg, Cruz, Erdman and Mercil.

MOTION was made by Cruz, seconded by Schwebs, and carried to approve the minutes of the June 15,
2015 meeting.

PUBLIC HEARING — Mayor Knaack opened the public hearing for the rezoning request from Brian and
Debra Shefchik/VVVM Investments for an annexed parcel in Section 2, T27N, R13W to Limited
Multiple Family Residential District (R-2).

Brian Shefchik spoke in favor of the rezoning and let the Council know he planned on building
one or two units in 2015 and that he would be available for any questions.

Michael Potter representing the Baptist Church north of the rezoning area spoke in favor of the
rezoning and development plans.

Vickie Larson stated she was opposed to the rezoning and added that she did not want to be
included in the City annexation.

Mike Gane state he was opposed to the rezoning and was concerned about additional taxes on
his property.

Seeing no additional attendees requesting to speak, Mayor Knaack closed the Public Hearing.

MOTION was made by Schwebs, seconded by Cruz, and carried unanimously on a voice vote to approve
the zoning ordinance to rezone an annexed parcel in Section 2, T27N, R13W to Limited Multiple
Family Residential District (R-2).

MOTION was made by Scchwebs, seconded by Cruz, to approve the Whispering Meadows subdivision
final plat for C&E Wurzer Builders (Tangent Development, LLC) for a multi-unit project adjacent
to Cedar Falls Road. Motion resulted in a tie vote based on the following roll call vote: Ayes:
Sutherland, Schwebs, Hathaway, Solberg, and Cruz; Noes: Luther, Traxler, Cook, Erdman, and
Mercil. The Mayor choose not to break the tie and announced the topic would be placed on the
July 20, 2015 City Council agenda.

MOTION was made by Schwebs, seconded by Solberg, and carried unanimously on a voice vote to
approve the 2015 Firefighter Local 1697 IAFF Labor Contract Agreement.

MOTION was made by Solberg, seconded by Traxler and carried unanimously on a voice vote to appoint
Cally Lauersdorf as City Clerk effective July 13, 2015.

MOTION was made by Traxler, seconded by Luther, and carried unanimously on a voice vote to purchase
2005 Freightliner tractor from Boyer Trucks for $30,000.

MOTION was made by Schwebs, seconded by Solberg, and carried unanimously on a voice vote to

approve the proposed city hall lease with Dunn County through December 31, 2024.



MOTION was made by Solberg, seconded by Mercil, and carried unanimously to approve the appointment
of Melissa Kneeland to the Historic Preservation Committee to complete the term of Linda Chase
through April 1, 2016.

MAYOR’S REPORT — Mayor Knaack thanked everyone who supported the Airfest and Autorama on June
27" and the annual Freedom Fest on July 4th. Mayor Knaack also thanked the Ludington Guard
Band for an awesome Independence Day concert which included several cannons. The Mayor let
the Council know he sent a letter to the Governor encouraging him to veto DNR Motion 520, ltem
23 and encouraged Council members to contact the Governor if they wished.

The Mayor updated the Council on new water treatment techniques he learned at a recent AWA
(American Water Association) conference.
