MOTION was made by Traxler, seconded by Hathaway, and carried to approve the minutes of the July 20,
2015 meeting.

PUBLIC COMMENTS — Scott McGovern attended the meeting to voice his opinion on dredging the
Jarrett Creek delta and Wolske Bay. He felt the City should be looking at other alternatives not just
dredging. Randy Summerfeld voiced his opinion in favor of dredging stating debris is washing in
from Jarrett Creek and backing up in his yard. Nathan Richards also commented his was in favor of
dredging do to the sediment affecting his property. Neil Koch urged the council to not spend the
money to dredge, stating dredging will not take away the smell from the blue green algae. Sandy
White commented she was not in favor of dredging and would like the City to look for a positive
solution with long term results. Leslie Brown attended the meeting to voice her opinion against
dredging. Lynn Dickmann spoke against dredging stating it would be a short term approach.

MOTION made by Barnes, seconded by Luther to submit applications to the DNR for both the Jarrett
Creek delta and Wolske Bay together.

MOTION made by Cook, seconded by Erdman to separate Jarrett Creek and Wolske Bay into separate
motions. MOTION failed on the following roll call vote: Ayes: Cook, Schwebs, Solberg, Cruz, and
Erdman. Noes: Luther, Traxler, Sutherland, Barnes, and Hathaway.

MOTION made by Solberg, seconded by Sutherland to approve the resolution for the 2014 Sewer Utility
Compliance Maintenance Annual Report (CMAR). MOTION was passed unanimously on a roll
call vote.

NO ACTION was taken on the Wilson Park Farmers Market Pavilion.

MOTION made by Schwebs, seconded by Hathaway to approve the resolution rescinding the water utility
property tax equivalent payment freeze. MOTION was passed unanimously on a roll call vote.

MOTION made by Traxler, seconded by Barnes to approve the 2015 Battalion Chiefs labor agreement.
MOTION was passed unanimously on a roll call vote.

MOTION made by Barnes, seconded by Cook to authorize the Fire Department to sell a 2005 ambulance.
