
MENOMONIE AIRPORT COMMISSION
October 16, 2012
The Menomonie Airport Commission was called to order by Chairman Dan Johnson at 7:00PM on Tuesday, October 16, 2012 at the Airport Terminal.  Other Commission members present included: Bob Walter and Arvin Solsaa.  Others in attendance included:  Randy Eide and Larry Jess.  

A motion was made by Walter, seconded by Solsaa, to approve the September 11, 2012 minutes.  Motion carried.

MSA and Clark Dietz have surveyed the airport lighting system and are preparing their report.  The Commission requested a review meeting of the report on Nov 14th (late afternoon) or November 15th (late morning).

Schefchik Builders of Menomonie, WI was awarded the FBO building renovation project at a cost of $119,970.  A pre-construction meeting will be established in November.
Chairman Johnson, Gibson and Eide reviewed the information provided at the Annual Airport Operations and Land Use Seminar.

Chairman Johnson updated the Commission on his discussion with the Bureau of Aeronautics regarding non-precision approaches.  The Bureau is requesting a survey of the approaches by the FAA.  It may take 2-3 years before the survey is accomplished.

The Airport Manager/FBO Contract was reviewed.  The Commission felt everything is working fine with Gibson Aviation and asked for information related to runway safety checks and civic engagement opportunities related to the airport.

The Commission reviewed a report by Larry Jess related to a proposal to build a multi-hangar on the airport.  No action was taken on the subject.

Motion to adjourn was made by Solsaa, seconded by Walter.  Motion carried.
Next meeting of the Airport Commission will be either November 14th or 15th depending on the airport lighting design engineer’s schedule.
