
MENOMONIE AIRPORT COMMISSION
September 16, 2014
The Menomonie Airport Commission was called to order by Chairman Dan Johnson at 7:00PM on Tuesday, September 16, 2014 at the Airport Terminal.  
Other Commission members present included: Bob Walter and Arvin Solsaa.  Others in attendance included:  Darrel Gibson, Larry Jess, Lowell Prange and Randy Eide.  

A Motion was made by Solsaa, seconded by Walter, to approve the July 15, 2014 meeting minutes (there was no meeting in August) with a correction to the spelling of Earl Wildenberg’s name.  Motion carried.

A Motion was made by Solsaa, seconded by Walter, to approve the proposed 2015 budget as presented and forward it to the City Council.  Motion carried.

A Motion was made by Solsaa, seconded by Walter, to approve the Manager, Fuel and Lease Agreements with Gibson Aviation beginning January 1, 2015.  Motion carried.
A Motion was made by Walter, seconded by Solsaa, to approve the hangar lease transfer from William Cowden to Ms. Heather Gullickson-Cowden.  Motion carried.

Under the Manager’s Report Darrel Gibson introduced the concept of modifying the fuel system in accordance with the World Fuel Network and receive a Phillips 66 Aviation Fuel branding.  This change would afford pilots the choice of using different credit cards at the fuel pumps.  Gibson will explore the cost associated with this proposal and report back to the Airport Commission at the October 21, 2014 meeting.
Under additional communications the Commission suggested that since the existing “MRM Elgin Building” is for sale and adjacent to the airport property it may be advantageous to the property owner and the airport if the property is advertised in an airport trade journal.  Administration will pass this suggestion to the Dunn County Economic Development and the current property owner.

Motion to adjourn was made by Solsaa, seconded by Walter.  Motion carried.
