



MENOMONIE AIRPORT COMMISSION
October 18, 2011
The Menomonie Airport Commission was called to order by Chairman Dan Johnson at 7:30PM on Tuesday, October 18, 2011 at the Airport Terminal.  Other Commission members present included Robert Walker, Ron Reik and Arvin Solsaa.  Also in attendance were Tim Ward, Lowell Prange and Randy Eide plus several members of the public.  

A motion was made by Walter, seconded by Solsaa, to approve the October 11, 2011 minutes.  Motion carried.

A good deal of discussion surrounded the latest draft of the Minimum Standards as it relates to current practices and the existing City Ordinance.  Bob Walter agreed to edit the Minimum Standards based on comments provided at the meeting and then forward a new drat to Eide.  Eide will ask for legal review of the document by the City Attorney and then forward the Minimum Standards to the Bureau of Aeronautics for comment and possible approval.

Eide informed the Commission that the FBO proposals are due to City Hall by 5:00 pm on Nov 8th.  It is anticipated that the Airport Commission will review the proposals at their November meeting.
Under the Manager’s Report Ward informed the Commission that airport lighting continues to be an issue.  Ward updated the Commission on the outcome of a meeting with the USDA regarding geese on the airport.  While the geese seemed to have moved on, the USDA left some loaner sound devices for Ward to use until the City purchases similar devices.
Because of upcoming scheduling issues in November and December, the Commission has elected to hold the November and December meetings on the third Wednesday of the month at 7:00 PM.
A motion was made by Reik, seconded by Solsaa, to adjourn.  Motion carried.  Next regular scheduled meeting is Wednesday, November 16, 2011, at 7:00 PM at the Airport Terminal.
