
MENOMONIE AIRPORT COMMISSION
September 20, 2011
A regular meeting of the Menomonie Airport Commission was called to order by Chairman Dan Johnson at 7:30PM on Tuesday, September 20, 2011 at the Airport Terminal.  Other Commission members present included Bruce M. Trimble, Robert Walker, Arvin Solsaa and Ron Reik.  Also in attendance were Tim Ward, Larry Jess, Joel Dresel, Pat Matson, Chris Smith and Randy Eide.  A motion was made by Walter, seconded by Johnson, to approve the August 16, 2011 minutes.  Motion carried.  
Chairman Johnson introduced the Aviation Education and Training agenda item and provided a brief history of the same.  Johnson introduced Chris Smith from UW Stout.  

Smith informed the Commission that Aviation Training at the Menomonie Municipal Airport has been reviewed in the past by UW Stout.  Past discussion involved Student Club Opportunities and credit/non-credit class applications. In past cases the discussion did not amount to a formal class application or creation.  According to Smith recent discussions with Dean Jeff Anderson indicate that UW Stout is still interested in looking at aviation training in the area and at the airport.  Smith stated the basic questions are:  (1) What is the end goal?  (2) What is the interest in the area? And (3) Who will help with the financial risk?

At 8:10PM Mayor Knaack and Lowell Prange arrived.

Matson handed out a training synopsis for the Commission to review.  Matson addressed the feasibility of training in the area and his opinion regarding the interest for training.  
Smith stated he will take the information and comments presented at the Commission back to Dean Anderson.  Chairman Johnson stated he will also contact Dean Anderson and work toward having all of the key players (UW Stout, UND and CVTC) get together in the future.  

Eide and Ward provided the Commission an update regarding the Airport Land Use Training they recently attended.  One key take away from the conference was the need to have the Department of Agriculture visit the airport to assess the geese issue.  Ward will set up this evaluation in the near future and report back to the Commission.

Under agenda item 4(C) it was reported that the airport carpet replacement squares will be installed on Thursday, September 22nd.  It was also noted that one of the asphalt patches is holding water and needs to be repaired.

The 2012 Fly-In date is set for July 7th (first Saturday after the 4th of July).

The Mission Statement for the Menomonie Municipal Airport was reviewed by the Commission.  Most of the discussion involved the safety program and safety incident reviews at the airport.  Additional Pilot Safety Manuals will be available at the Terminal.  Airport Safety and the Mission Statement will be an ongoing discussion item for the Commission.
During the Airport Manager’s Report Tim Ward announced he will not seek to renew his agreements (FBO, Fuel Concession and Airport Management) in 2012.  The Commission will begin soliciting for a replacement soon.

A motion was made by Solsaa, seconded by Reik, to adjourn.  Motion carried.  Next regular scheduled meeting is October 18, 2011, at 7:30 PM at the Airport Terminal.
