
MENOMONIE AIRPORT COMMISSION
October 22, 2014
The Menomonie Airport Commission was called to order by Chairman Dan Johnson at 7:00PM on Wednesday, October 22, 2014 at the Airport Terminal.  Commission members present included: Bob Walter, Earl Wildenberg and Arvin Solsaa.  Others in attendance included:  Darrel Gibson, Larry Jess, and Randy Eide.  

A Motion was made by Walter, seconded by Solsaa, to approve the September 16, 2014 meeting minutes.  Motion carried.

A Motion was made by Wildenberg, seconded by Walter, to move forward with the Fuel Branding proposal by World Fuel Network at a cost not to exceed $6,500.  Motion carried.  Gibson will obtain the final cost proposal from World Fuel Network and prepare the proper approval forms for the City.

Eide provided a brief overview of the Airport Operations Seminar sessions attended in September 2014.

A Motion was made by Walter, seconded by Solsaa, to appoint Dan Johnson as the Airport Commission Chairperson and Randy Eide as the Recording Secretary through December 2015.  Motion carried.

Eide informed the commission that the FAA has identified two oak trees on the RWY09 approach (near Stokke Parkway)as a hazard to aviation and a penetration into the 1:20 safety zone.  The trees will be removed before October 30, 2014.
Darrel Gibson provided the Airport Manager’s Report.

Motion to adjourn was made by Solsaa, seconded by Wildenberg.  Motion carried.
