The Menomonie Bicycle/Pedestrian Advisory Committee met on February 25, 2013 at 6:00PM. Don Kuether chaired the meeting.  A motion was made by Williams, seconded by Wentworth, to approve the January 28, 2013 minutes.  Motion carried.

Eide informed the committee the bicycle parking ordinance request was on the February 25 Plan Commission Agenda (7:00PM).

Future City projects were discussed.  There was general support from the Committee for the bike and pedestrian improvements associated with the 13th Av renovation and the proposed Stout Rd sidewalk construction.

The Committee reviewed the proposed Trail Informational Signage and provided feedback associated with the map.  Feedback included identifying the following items on the map:

· Public restrooms and parking locations
· Hospital and clinics
· Major Streets and Downtown area
· A note stating the DNR Red Cedar Trail is not paved

· Mountain Bike Trails

· An area for QR codes

Under Other Items it was requested that the City make contact with the Dunn County Fair Board to discuss the possibility of bicyclists being able to use the designated bike route cutting through the fairgrounds during the Dunn county Fair.
