
MENOMONIE BICYCLE/PEDESTRIAN ADVISORY COMMITTEE 
January 25, 2016
The Menomonie Bicycle/Pedestrian Advisory Committee met on January 25, 2016 at 6:00PM. Committee members in attendance included:  David Williams, Don Kuether, Mark Mastalir, Logan Mather, Mark Deyo-Swenson and Kate Kramschuster. Also in attendance were: Patrick Beilfuss, Charlie Jones, Wendy Sander, Ben Prchal, Randy Eide and Dan Lang (Sign Designer). 
Mather called the meeting to order. 
MOTION made by Williams, seconded by Deyo-Swenson, to approve the October 26, 2015 minutes.  MOTION approved.
Bicycle/Pedestrian Project Update. Plans for the TAP (Transportation Alternative Program) grant for pedestrian crossings on Stout Rd were discussed.   The TAP pedestrian bridge project across I-94 was discussed with a possible construction start of late 2017.  

Trial Signage Presentation.  Dan Lang presented two way-finding trail signage proposals for Logger’s Loop and Lake Menomin Loop.  After a good deal of discussion a MOTION was made by Williams, seconded by Kuether, to recommend approval of sign proposal A (round colored circles) for way-finding and mile markers for the Logger’s Loop and Lake Menomin Loop.  MOTION approved.  The Plan Commission will review the sign proposal at their next regularly scheduled meeting.
Other Items for Discussion.  The Committee requested the stop sign flags at Elm Ave and Wilson Street be refreshed.  The Committee also agreed to move forward with bicycle articles in the paper this April with Mark Mastalir’s assistance.
