Rickey Alan Hible, white male, 22 years old, 414 12th Avenue West in Menomonie, WI

Details of Incident:

On April 16, 2016 at approximately 7:07 AM Rickey Hible was found deceased at 920 8th Street East in Menomonie, WI.  During the course of the investigation the MPD interviewed a variety of potential witnesses and persons residing in the neighborhood where Rickey Hible was found.

It was learned Rickey Hible had been with various groups of friends the evening (April 15, 2016) prior to his death.  He first met friends at a grill out and then went to a party before going to some bars in downtown Menomonie.  The friends described him as easy going and didn’t seem upset prior to his death.  After bar close (2:30 AM) Rickey Hible was seen in front of Jeff’s Pizza, where he met a friend.  They both walked towards the 900 block of 9th Street East in Menomonie.  A pizza delivery person and friend of Rickey Hible witnessed the two individuals walking east on Main Street near Toppers Pizza around 2:30 AM – 2:45 AM.

At approximately 3:00 AM Rickey Hible and the friend arrived at 919 9th Street East.  The friend went into the residence leaving Rickey Hible outside for approximately five minutes.  When the friend came back outside Rickey Hible was no longer in the yard.

Rickey Hible was then seen next to the marquee sign at the Our Savior’s Lutheran Church (910 9th Street East in Menomonie, WI).  The witness observed Hible lying on the ground below the sign.  Rickey Hible stood up and yelled as he ran across the street towards 919 9th Street East.  The witness did not call the police.

Rickey Hible was not seen again until approximately 7:07 AM when he was found deceased at 920 8th Street East.  He was found by an individual doing handy-work at a neighboring residence.

The Wisconsin State Patrol provided a forensic mapping reconstruction of the scene while officers of the MPD collected evidence.  The glass of the marquee at Our Savior’s Lutheran Church was broken.  Blood was found around the marquee, and the street leading to the location of Rickey Hible.  There wasn’t any evidence at the scene that indicated Rickey Hible struggled with someone prior to his death.  The autopsy performed by the Ramsey County Medical Examiner’s Office didn’t locate any injuries on Rickey Hible that would indicate he was struck prior to his death.  Additionally, there were no injuries to his knuckles indicating he punched the glass on the Our Savior’s Lutheran Church marquee.

The Dunn County Medical Examiner’s Office ruled the death of Rickey Hible as accidental due to exsanguination.  This was caused by injuries sustained after he fell through the glass on the church marquee.  Rickey Hible’s notable injuries were lacerations to his right forearm, right wrist, and inside of his right elbow area (transection of the radial artery).  The toxicology results indicated his ethanol level was .298 gm/dl.  No other substances were found in his system.
