Coffee with a Cop provides a unique opportunity for 

community members to ask questions and learn more about the department’s work in Menomonie’s 

neighborhoods.  

 

Coffee with a Cop is a national initiative supported by The United States Department of Justice, Office of 

Community Oriented Policing Services. Similar events are being held across the country, as local police 

departments strive to make lasting connections with the communities they serve. The Menomonie Police 

Department has held three events since September 2015.
