Arrested Person Description:

Details of Incident:

On April 27, 2015 the Menomonie Police Department responded to a complaint of five males attempting to break into a residence located at 615 24th Street Northeast in the City of Menomonie.  The complainant (later identified as Robert Forrest Kotulek) also indicated he fired his AR-15 rifle inside of the residence.  The communications center advised Robert Forrest Kotulek could not provide any type of description of the suspects and seemed reluctant about giving any further details.

When officers arrived at the scene a search was conducted inside the residence, as well as the neighborhood for possible suspects.  No suspects were located.  When officers searched the residence for suspects, numerous spent .223 cartridges were observed along with bullet holes in walls.

During the course of the investigation the Menomonie Police Department acquired search warrants for the residence and for a sample of Robert Forrest Kotulek’s blood.

Robert Forrest Kotulek was subsequently arrested and referred to the Dunn County District Attorney for the following criminal offenses:

941.20(1)(bm) Endangering the Safety by Use of Dangerous Weapon
941.30(2) 2nd Degree Recklessly Endangering Safety
961.41(3g)(g) Possession of Methamphetamine
961.41(3g)(e) Possession of THC
