Minutes of April 14, 2010

Police and Fire Commission meeting

Call to Order:

The meeting was called to order at 1:00pm in the police department conference room by Commission President Sandfort.

Roll Call:

Commissioner Ley, Mangin, Pierce, Peterson and Sandfort were present. Interim Chief Langlois as well as Fire Chief Baus were also present.

Approval of Minutes:

It was moved by Ley, seconded by Peterson to approve the minutes of the March 10, 2010 meeting. Motion carried.

Old Business:

No old business was discussed.

New Business:

Fire Chief Baus gave an update on what is transpiring at the fire department. He is in the process of developing a code of conduct for the fire department. More work has to be done before it is ready to be presented to the Commission.

The Fire Chief is a member of the Wisconsin State Fire Chiefs Association. He has been elected to be its president beginning June of this year. The position runs for one year. Congratulations to Chief Baus for a distinguished appointment.

The Chief discussed with the Commission where the department was regarding the selection of a new ladder truck with the grant they received for its purchase. Different trucks are being looked at and demonstrated for them. The next step will be for the department to develop specs regarding what it is they will specifically need to meet the needs of the City of Menomonie.

A member of the paid-on-call group left the department for a fulltime position with another department. The next person on the paid-on-call eligibility list will be called to fill that position. The department’s fulltime crew is completely staffed.

Interim Police Chief Langlois reported that Jacob Rooney has graduated from Fox Valley Technical School in Appleton and will join the force on April 19, 2010. Sean Haskamp will fill a vacant position and start his field training on May 1, 2010.

The Chief also shared with the Commission some of the progress made in the department regarding morale, efficiency, and productivity.

Closed Session:

A motion was made by Pierce and seconded by Ley to enter into closed session to discuss selecting and promoting a Sergeant to Lieutenant and selecting and promoting two patrolmen to Sergeant. Motion carried.

Open Session:

A motion was made by Peterson, seconded by Ley to go back to open session. Motion carried.

A motion was made by Mangin, seconded by Ley directing interim Chief Langlois to promote Sergeant Rick Hollister to Lieutenant effective May 1, 2010. Motion carried unanimously.

A motion was made by Peterson, seconded by Pierce directing interim Chief Langlois to promote patrolman Brian Hagen to Sergeant effective July 1, 2010 and to promote patrolman Matthew Benrud also to Sergeant effective July 16, 2010. Motion carried unanimously.

Closed Session:

A motion was made by Peterson, seconded by Pierce to enter into closed session to discuss the status of selecting a new police chief. Motion carried.

Open Session: A motion was made by Ley, seconded by Pierce to go back to open session. Motion carried.

No action was taken regarding the status of selecting a new police chief.

Next Meeting:

The next meeting of Police and Fire Commission will be at 1:30pm on May26, 2010 at the City Hall.

Adjourn:

It was moved by Pierce, seconded by Peterson, to adjourn. Motion carried. The meeting ended at 5:45pm.
