MENOMONIE AIRPORT COMMISSION
APRIL 27, 2010
A regular meeting of the Menomonie Airport Commission was called to order at 7:30PM on Tuesday, April 27, 2010 at the Airport Terminal by Chairman Bob Willow.  Other members present included Bruce Trimble, Jeff Overby and Dan Johnson.  Also present were Randy Eide, Lowell Prange, Bob Sworski (SEH), Brian Shefchik (Shefchik Builders), Larry Jess and Tim Ward.  A motion was made by Johnson, seconded by Trimble, to approve minutes of the meeting held on March 16, 2010.  Motion carried. 
Eide updated the Commission on the status of the Terminal furniture/equipment and construction status.  All furniture is on order with the television expected this week and the table replacement top by the middle of May.  The refrigerator and microwave are purchased but we are holding off delivery until a final decision is made on the terminal floor.  Eide informed the Commission that the Bureau of Aeronautics is not signing the final change order until the concrete floor issue is resolved.  The present concrete floor is not acceptable to the Commission based on the marbling and “white staining” around the walls and columns. Brian Shefchik believes the “white staining” is naturally occurring because those areas are drying out faster than the rest of the floor.  

A good deal of discussion took place regarding the concrete floor.  By consensus, the Commission is not accepting the present concrete floor because of marbling and “white staining” around the walls and columns.  Several options were discussed regarding cleaning, grinding or covering the concrete floor.  Various attempts of cleaning the floor have been unsuccessful.  Grinding the floor is the mostly costly option and several of the Commission members weren’t certain the outcome would be any better than what we currently have.  Tile was considered but was deemed too expensive.  Carpeting was selected as the low cost solution for covering the concrete floor and finalizing the project.  A motion was made by Johnson, seconded by Trimble to carpet the concrete floor excluding the compass, mechanical room, janitor’s closet and the vestibules.  During the discussion Chairman Willow pointed out the hallway (area between the two entrance doors) needed to have a more durable/aggressive carpet to capture the dirt and prevent wear and tear.  Trimble requested consideration be given to creating a border around the compass to better define the compass.  Motion carried.

No action was taken on Minimum standards.

Johnson informed the Commission on his latest plans to install a computer flight simulator in the old terminal building.  A motion was mage by Trimble, seconded by Overby, to allow the Menomonie Flying Club to use the old Terminal Building as a flight simulator.  Motion carried.

Overby gave an update on the 2010 Fly-in plans.  Attempts have been made to secure acrobatic pilots for the Fly-in, but we have not been able to secure funds to pay the pilots or finalize the application to the FAA.  After a brief discussion, it was decided to focus on the new terminal building at the 2010 Fly-in and possibly bring in a local bike group for a biking clinic.  Larry Jess offered to provide $300 from the profits of the last Fly-in to support radio advertising this year. Larry Jess will also provide the public address system for the Fly-in.
Eide reminded the Commission that the public hearing for the permanent aerobatic practice box will take place on May 26, 2010 at 7:30 PM at the Airport Terminal.  Members indicated they will be there to provide a quorum. 

A motion was made by Johnson, seconded by Overby, to approve the expenditure of funds for the advertisement of the 2010 Fly-in in the Midwest Flyer.  Motion carried.  Ward will finalize the advertisement and contact Midwest Flyer.

No action was taken on the Airport Six-Year Improvement Plan.  The item will be an agenda item at the next Airport Commission meeting.

Ward provided the Manager’s Report.  

A motion was made by Overby, seconded by Trimble, to adjourn.  Motion carried.  Next scheduled meeting is May 26, 2010, at the New Terminal Building.
