MOTION made by Sweeny, seconded by Merrill, and carried to approve the minutes of the regular meeting held on September 5, 2017.

PUBLIC COMMENTS – Helen Smalley spoke to address the City policy regarding deer hunting. She wanted to know what has been done to reduce the deer herd.
