
MENOMONIE AIRPORT COMMISSION
November 18, 2014
The Menomonie Airport Commission was called to order by Chairman Dan Johnson at 7:00PM on Tuesday, November 18, 2014 at the Airport Terminal.  Commission members present included: Bob Walter, Earl Wildenberg and Arvin Solsaa.  Others in attendance included:  Darrel Gibson, Lowell Prange, Mark Graczykowski (MSA) and Randy Eide.  

The upgrades/repairs to the fuel system to meet the fuel branding requirements established by World Fuel Network were higher than anticipated.  Gibson is obtaining a second cost estimate.  Administration will process the invoice if the second estimate is within budget and obtained before the books close on 2014 funds.

Eide informed the Commission that the RWY09 penetrations (two oak trees) were taken down.  FAA has closed the notice.

The contract cleaner for the Airport Terminal has elected to terminate their agreement effective January 1, 2015.  Gibson and Eide will solicit quotes from other cleaning agencies.

A Motion was made by Walter, seconded by Solsaa, to recommend City Council approval of the resolution petitioning the Secretary of Transportation for Airport Improvement Aid for upcoming airport projects to include:  improve fuel system; reconstruct ramp and hangar taxiways; conduct wildlife site assessment and wildlife management plans; construct hangars; feasibility/justification study for approach lighting system; install approach lighting system; reconstruct/strengthen and widen runway 9/27; develop new hangar area; and any necessary related work.  Motion carried.

Darrel Gibson provided the Airport Manager’s Report.  One emergency landing was successfully performed at the airport in November.  Fuel sales are up.
Motion to adjourn was made by Wildenburg, seconded by Solsaa.  Motion carried. 
The next meeting of the Airport Commission will be on December 16, 2014.
