MENOMONIE AIRPORT COMMISSION
MARCH 16, 2010
A regular meeting of the Menomonie Airport Commission was called to order at 7:30PM on Tuesday, March 16, 2010 at Menomonie City Hall, Council Chambers by Chairman Bob Willow.  Other members present included Bruce Trimble and Dan Johnson.  Also present were Randy Eide, Lowell Prange, and Tim Ward.  A motion was made by Johnson, seconded by Trimble, to approve minutes of the meeting held on January 19, 2010 (no meeting was held in February).  Motion carried. 
Under Public Comments Mark Lewis and Mrs. Fanetti discussed possible revisions to their hangar request (parcel K).  The original request was reviewed and approved by the Commission on January 19, 2010.
A motion was made by Johnson, seconded by Trimble to approve the revision to the Fanetti Hangar application as presented at the Commission.  The revised hangar floor plan includes a 14-ft bump-out on the south end of the 68-ft x 64-ft hangar on Parcel K making the lot approximately 102-ft wide.  Motion carried.

Eide updated the Commission on the status of the Terminal construction and furniture status.  A floor and light change order is under development and should be the final change order for the project.  Chairman Willow asked the administration to check and see if a cover was used to protect the floor during construction.

Dan Johnson updated the Commission on his plans for bringing a simulator to the old terminal building.  Progress is being made and there appears to be interest in the flying community for a simulator.

Tim Ward provided an update on the Fly-In plans.  McCauley may provide a parachute event.  C-130 display is being worked out.  A motion was made by Johnson, seconded by Trimble, to support the effort to advertise for the Fly-In in the Midwest Flyer.  Motion carried.  Tim Ward will check out pricing and options for an ad.

Eide informed the Commission the FAA has requested the Commission to conduct a public hearing regarding the request for a permanent aerobatic box over the airport.  The Commission asked for the Public Hearing to be held as soon as possible and recommended May 18, 2010.

Ramp sanding in the winter was discussed based on a recommendation by the FAA to consider sanding during icy conditions.  No action was taken.
Ward provided the Manager’s Report.  Painting of the fuel pump cabinets is being scheduled.  Tank cathodic protection testing is complete.  Fuel filter needs to be replaced.  The asphalt in front of the FBO building and in front of the multi-hangar will need some repair/replacement work this summer.  Eide will have the Street Department evaluate the areas and fix if possible.  Ward further reported that Stansfield Vending is not interested in providing a vending machine at the airport terminal.  Eide was asked to make contact with Stansfield to see if other options existed.

A motion was made by Trimble, seconded by Johnson, to adjourn.  Motion carried.  Next scheduled meeting is April 27, 2010, at the New Terminal Building.
