
MENOMONIE BICYCLE/PEDESTRIAN ADVISORY COMMITTEE 
JANUARY 27, 2014
The Menomonie Bicycle/Pedestrian Advisory Committee met on January 27, 2014 at 6:00PM. Committee members in attendance included:  Kate Kramschuster, Don Kuether, David Williams, and Mark Mastalir.  Also in attendance were Joan Friedenfels, Patrick Beilfuss, Charlie Jones, Wendy Sander and Randy Eide. Don Kuether called the meeting to order.  No minutes were available for the November 2013 meeting.
Beilfuss updated the committee on the latest status of the Bicycle Friendly Community application.  The application is due on February 19, 2014 and is nearly complete.  Beilfuss will send out the final application to committee members for their information and review.
Bicycle/Pedestrian project updates included the following items:

· City of Menomonie has applied for a WI-DOT TAP grant to repair/replace the old railroad bridge across I-94.  We should hear back from WI-DOT by mid-February.

· Pine Avenue trail extension through the Haselwander property to the Red Cedar River is approved and scheduled for 2014.

· Discussions continue with 3M for a possible trail from the Red Cedar River to Stokke Parkway.

· Library has installed a covered bicycle parking area

· The City is developing the 2014 sidewalk repair project and asked committee members for their feedback on sidewalk areas that are in need of repair.

Under other Committee concerns the following items were discussed:

· Dunn County Rec Park access for bikers and pedestrians wishing to traverse the park during the Dunn County Fair was a topic of discussion.

· The Committee requested City bicycle/pedestrian accident data.

· Properly completing the trail access to the Dunn County Neighbors.  The present path is adjacent to the entrance road and is not safe.

· Completing the Loggers Loop signage plan through the township and county roads

The meeting was adjourned.  Next meeting is scheduled for Monday, March 24, 2014 at 6:00 pm at City Hall.
