 PLAN COMMISSION
   Meeting Minutes

November 25, 2013
A regular meeting of the Plan Commission was called to order at 7:00 p.m. on November 25, 2013 in the City Hall Council Chambers by Chairman Peltier.

Members Present:  Martinson, Williams, Solberg, Cook and Traxler

A motion was made by Martinson, seconded by Solberg to approve the minutes of the October 25, 2013 meeting.  Motion carried.
The chair opened the public comments with all of them regarding the rezoning from Single Family to Full Multiple Residential and Conservancy Districts as submitted by Miller Valentine Group for a portion of the former Brightkeys property east of the terminus of 11th Avenue East. Mike Dektas, representing the developer, gave an overview of the concept plan to develop approximately 6.5 acres of the former Brightkeys (UW Stout Foundation) property for a 56 unit multi-family facility. Area property owners; David Seim, Cheryl Jones and Jeanne Foley had concerns and asked questions regarding the extension of 11th Avenue and 17th Street to provide ingress/egress to the development, the density of multi-family units in that area of the city, neighborhood traffic impact, loss of natural area, impact of the three story buildings on the surrounding neighborhood, reduction in property values and the overall impact of a zoning change. The developer indicated that he would try and reduce the proposed buildings to two stories (which may add an additional building to the site) and move the entire complex to the north to reduce the visual impact on area residents. After Commission discussion, a motion was made by Martinson, seconded by Cook recommending City Council approval of the Miller Valentine Group (Citizen’s State Bank) rezoning for the former Brightkey’s property as presented.  Ayes 5 Nayes 1
Beilfuss continued the review of a draft Community Facilities comprehensive plan section update which will be revised for continued discussion at the next meeting.
The Chair requested input from the members regarding items to be included in a new member orientation handout. The following were offered as topics to be included:  land use/summary of zoning uses per district, ethics information, when does a conflict of interest occur, authority of the city engineer/city planner and the possibility of doing a city tour. The chair will draft an outline for presentation to the commission at a future meeting.
A motion was made by Martinson, seconded by Williams to adjourn. Motion carried.
