A regular meeting of the City Council of the City of Menomonie, Dunn County, Wisconsin,

was held in open session on March 19, 2012, and called to order by Mayor Knaack at 7:00 p.m.
in the City Council Chambers. The following members were present: Smith, White, Hausler,
Dickmann, Riedel, Schwebs, Solberg, Cruz, Beety and Mercil.

MOTION was made by Dickmann, seconded by Beety, and carried to approve the minutes of the
March 5, 2012 meeting.

PUBLIC HEARING — Mayor Knaack announced time for the public hearing regarding levying specia
assessments for sanitary sewer and laterals, watermain & laterals, storm sewer, curb and gutter,
sidewalk and street improvements on Wilson Street from 1-94 bridge to Union Pecific Railroad
Crossing. Jim Hintzman stated that he is dissatisfied with the quality of the black dirt that was
used for this project and requested that the Wisconsin Department of Transportation project
engineer or public works director come view his concerns and determine if there is something
that can be done. The hearing was declared closed.

PUBLIC COMMENTS — Joanie Dulin, Executive Director of Main Street of Menomonie, announced
that she was available for questions relating to the Summerdaze event request.

Craig Schwinghammer announced that he was available for questions regarding his
application for a Secondhand Article Dealer license.

7 providing for the sale of $4,675,000 General Obligation Promissory Notes,
Series 2012A was introduced and moved for adoption by Schwebs, seconded by Cruz, and
carried unanimously on roll call vote.

MOTION was made by Smith, seconded by Mercil, and carried to suspend the rules to hear from
Joanie Dulin, Executive Director of Main Street Menomonie, Inc. Ms. Dulin described her
request and activities for the proposed Summerdaze event to be held from May 18" — 20™,
2012 in the central business district.

MOTION was made by Cruz, seconded by Solberg, and carried to endorse the proposed
Summerdaze event with the applicant to complete and file the necessary permit applications
for consideration at the next meeting.

MOTION was made by Solberg, seconded by Beety, and carried unanimously on roll call vote to
confirm the appointment of Jeremy Hoyt as Water Superintendent for the City of Menomonie,
effective March 16, 2012.
