
MENOMONIE BICYCLE/PEDESTRIAN ADVISORY COMMITTEE 
JULY 28, 2014
The Menomonie Bicycle/Pedestrian Advisory Committee met on July 28, 2014 at 6:00PM. Committee members in attendance included:  Don Kuether, David Williams, Logan Mathers, and Mark Deyo-Svendsen.  Also in attendance were Patrick Beilfuss, Wendy MacDougall, Paul Peltier and Randy Eide. Mathers called the meeting to order.  No minutes were available for the May 2014 meeting.
The in-depth analysis on the Bicycle Friendly Community Application has not been received yet.

Eide informed the Committee on the status of bicycle and pedestrian related projects throughout the City.

The Committee reviewed the parking meter bicycle rack prototype (currently in front of Water Front).  The Committee is supportive of the concept and encourages placing more of the bike meter racks in the downtown area. 

Under other Committee concerns the following items were discussed:

· Logger’s Loop Markings:  Two areas are a bit confusing for users of the loop – crossing Wilson Creek and near Irvington.  More markers are needed to get users across Wilson Creek and it is a bit confusing in Irvington as you go from CTY D to the Red Cedar Trail or the scenic road.
· Upgraded bike parking is needed at the Dunn County Government Center.
· Review the Vision Triangle near the new CVS.  Specifically the SW corner of Broadway and 4th Avenue.
· Bremer Bank has offered the SW corner of the parking lot on the 500 block of Broadway as a potential location for a new bicycle rack downtown.

The Committee reviewed the traffic study design results associated with Stout Rd from 9th Street to 21st Street.  In general the Committee supported the concept of establishing pedestrian islands on this corridor to improve pedestrian safety.

The meeting was adjourned.  Next meeting is scheduled for Monday, September 22, 2014 at 6:00 pm at City Hall.
