Preliminary Emerald Ash Borer (EAB) Plan
The City of Menomonie, along with Menomonie’s Urban Forestry Board has begun taking measures to prepare for the likelihood of an EAB invasion.

At this point EAB has not been detected in Menomonie, but we realize it is very important to take a proactive approach.

Over the past few years we have started the gradual and prioritized removal of structurally defective, and storm damaged ash trees on city property.  We then replace these trees the following spring with a diversity of balled and burlap plantings.

The city has also purchased an Arbor Jet IV kit for the purpose of allowing us to properly treat selected ash trees once EAB threatens our community.

This past year we voluntarily started to place and monitor our own group of EAB traps in parks and other higher traffic public areas.  We have done this not only to better our chances of early detection, but to educate and inform the community about EAB.  We also can further our outreach by offering EAB literature to Dunn Co. fair goers at our Urban Forestry Board booth.
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Menomonie intends to continue this plan until the spread of EAB reaches a threatening distance, in which case we will have to become more aggressive with our removal and treatment strategy.
